· p.xv, paragraph on F. Couperin’s Les Petits Moulins, the 3rd line ends thus: “in bar 16”. 
It should read “in bar 15”.
· p.14, stave 3, bar 1, r.h., 1st note a#": missing finger 3.

· p.20, stave 1, bar 2, l.h., tenor voice, 3rd note a": the “1” should have over it a "v" to denote the Baroque "thumb over", not the modern “thumb under” movement.

· p.33, last stave, l.h., last note of bar 2 followed by the descending scale in bar 3:
